Standing while everyone receives communion 

If you remember, Archbishop PeSpas has  

instructed the faithful to remain standing during 

communion un�l everyone has received the  

Eucharist (Archbishop’s leKer dated September 18, 

2012).  This prac�ce of standing is envisioned by the 

Roman Missal since communion is a communal act.  

For most of us this is opposite to what we were 

taught as children and is a good example of how 

our understanding of liturgy evolves.  The church 

makes the dis�nc�on that Mass is public prayer not 

private devo�on.  ATer the last person has received 

communion, siSng or kneeling is appropriate as we 

enjoy an extended �me of silence.  If however, it is 

difficult for you to stand due to illness, it is suitable 

to sit during communion.  Of course, while every-

one is standing it is another sign of unity if the  

en�re congrega�on is also singing!
